Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) is submitted).

e If the SAR Expected Family contribution (EFC) is followed by an
asterisk, the parent(s)’ or guardian(s)’ most recent IRS form 1040
must also be submitted.

e Ifthe EFC is followed by “C” proof of citizenship must be submitted.

PLEASE NOTE: Each finalist will be required to provide a copy of an acceptance letter and a
financial aid award letter from the college he or she plans to attend.
